(stirring thoroughly before and occasionally during use) to the walls and allow

to dry. Apply primer using a brush first to “cut in” around the edges, then use a

roller to fill in.

« n Once primer is dry, apply KILZ Complete Coat® in White using the same

\ application method as the primer (using a brush first to cut in around the
edges 4 to 6 feet at a time, then use a roller to fill in those sections before
moving along).

E Remove the tape before the paint is fully dry.
